humankind, the more I realize that God pushes
aside our wrongs and loves us in spite of our sin
(sin being anything that separates us from being
holy and acceptable before Him). God is
relentless in giving us opportunities for
relationship.

And just what kind of love should we
expect from our God? An extravagant
lovel Can you think of anything more
extravagant than God sending His own son, His
only son to redeem us? Knowing all the while
that Jesus would be rejected and killed, our
Father in heaven did so! God’s love is so
complete that He continues to work in His
church, the Body of Christ, so that we can
become a people overflowing with the hope and
peace that comes from re-communicated
love. The source of love is God, love comes
through Jesus to us, and we can give love away

.\\

because the source never runs dry. Now
that is a plan for the year I can get into!

God offers us every gift possible to love
God back with a relentless and
extravagant love. An absolute and
necessary truth is that for us to love God,
we must love others as God loves them.

This is no easy task; it's actually one
that’s impossible by human standards. It is
only possible when we are open to the Holy
Spirit working through us. The evidence
for extravagant and relentless love in a
community of faith is easy to spot. A
genuine welcome demonstrates it. Offering
true hospitality, the giving of physical and
spiritual nourishment, is evidence. A
hunger and thirst for worship and serving
others, of being in fellowship with one
another, are all unmistakable
clues. Certainly, a spirit of gentleness and
primary concern for others along with an
orientation toward Christ as Lord are clues
as well.

The unexpected truth is that we
don’t see or know ourselves as well as
outsiders. Visitors to our congregation pick
up on these clues immediately.  The
welcoming spirit of Grace Congregation
encourages many toward a deeper journey.
May we be better able this year to realize
why Jesus has come to us so that we might
love others as God loves us!

Romans 8:28: We know that all things work
together for good for those who love God, who
are called according to His purpose.

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Building Toward a Future

On January 21*, Rev. David Guthrie lead a workshop in our Fellowship Hall. It was a time of great
fellowship, learning, planning to grow with the spirit of Christ’s love, and of course, good food. Of

the total 33 participants, 23 were Grace Moravian members. We learned some important points from

the Bible about how to address differences in order to become faithful disciples of our Lord. Some
key points we learned at the workshop are:

Conflict is normally viewed as negative but can be an opportunity for growth.

Anxiety increases communication and stress. When managed, increased communication is the
foundation of growth. When not managed, division becomes critical, prevents growth, and
can destroy unity.

The three elements of conflict are: people, problems, and process.

A key principal: be soft on people; be hard on issues and problems.

Conlflict is a natural human response which often leads to negative consequences.

Negative tendencies can be overcome with specific behavioral skills and a good process.

One of the most detailed teachings in the Bible is not about baptism, salvation, or communion;

it’s about managing conflict! Read Matthew 18:157 22. In this passage, Jesus teaches
Christians a process to avoid and manage conflict so that the community can be healthy

The process begins with one-on-one conversation Talking to lots of people about a problem
fans the flames and has the potential to “burn the place down”.

A good process ensures: God’s peace, reconciliation, God working in others, the presence of
Christ, and good communication methods.

This process needs peacemakers or yokefellowsn the congregation to help manage anxiety,
thereby creating a loving and peaceful process of reconciliation.

We can respond to conflict by: directing, avoiding, compromising, cooperating, and harmonizing.
Healthy congregations favor compromising, cooperating, and harmonizing. These require a focus

on mutual goalsand relationships.
So we have a choice: I win, you win, we win OR [ win, you lose, we lose.
To reach | win, you win, we all win we need:
1-peacemaking skills of collaboration, effective communication (how to listen)
2- Effective processes for decision making.

Over these next months, I am hopeful that the participants in this workshop will gently guide us to
better connect and communicate with each other so that we are better able to worship God and to
attend to the mission and ministry of Christ Jesus.
